McCord looks for a dog with
a lot of stamina because farm
and ranch dogs need to be able
to work for periods of time
without getting too hot.

Sally doesn’t always work
alone. Sometimes, working dogs
run in pairs to move larger
herds of livestock.

McCord also keeps guardian
dogs on his ranch to protect his
sheep from predators like
coyotes. They work throughout
the day and night to ensure his
livestock are safe.

When Sally’s work is done
and the sheep are rounded up,
McCord always makes sure to
give his dog a few extra pets.

“I think when a dog knows
you love and appreciate them,
they know they did a good job
working,” he said. “They’re not
just out working dogs, but our
very best friends.”
