Fleeing a warrant for his arrest, 

he was in Arizona by 1879. A 
rash of  cattle rustling and stage 
robberies in the early 1880s 
attracted the attention of  Wyatt 
Earp himself, who tried to pin 
the crimes on Olney, but there 
was no evidence to indicate his 
guilt. Olney finally died when his 
horse fell on him while he was 
working on his ranch.

On this day in 1924, the Anton 
Townsite Company sponsored a 
“Grand Opening Jubilee” despite 
a blinding sandstorm and 
succeeded in selling more than 
200 lots in the new town of  
Anton, Texas.
