prices the way they were, a lot of  
money, so there is a significant 
savings monetarily and timewise 
from it,” says Castello. “The 
other part is it allows me to get 
things done quicker and frankly 
more accurately because it’s on 
paper and we know what we are 
trying to go do.”

Castello farms in Fayette 
County, but lives near Houston 
and travels for work. He has 
found that using Conservation 
Client Gateway not only saves 
him time and money, but when 
hetravels it allows him to sign 
paperwork on the go, to access 
his conservation plans and 
financial contracts and track 
payments easily.
