Currently,  about  27  mi l -
l ion  acres  are  enrol led  in
CRP,  which is  a  voluntary
program avai lable  to  agr i -
cul tura l  producers  to  help
t h e m  s a f e g u a r d  e n v i r o n -
m e n t a l l y  s e n s i t i v e  l a n d .
Producers  enrol led in CRP
plant  long- term,  resource-
c o n s e r v i n g  c o v e r s  t o
i m p r o v e  t h e  q u a l i t y  o f
water,  control  soi l  erosion

and enhance wildl ife  habi-
ta t .  Contrac ts  on  3 .3  mi l -
l ion  acres  of  CRP are  se t
to expire on September 30,
2 0 1 3 .  P r o d u c e r s  w i t h
expir ing contrac ts  or  pro-
d u c e r s  w i t h  e n v i r o n m e n -
t a l l y  s e n s i t i v e  l a n d  a r e
e n c o u r a g e d  t o  e v a l u a t e
t h e i r  o p t i o n s  u n d e r  C R P.
