Infected red oaks that died 

should be cut down and burned, 
buried or chipped soon after 
discovery to prevent fungal mats 
that may form the following 
spring.

Not only is saving oak trees 
important for our ecosystem and 
health, oak wilt can even reduce 
property values by 15 to 20 
percent.

Some cities and municipalities, 
including Austin, the City of  
Lakeway, Dallas, Fort Worth, 
Houston, San Antonio and 
Round Rock, have oak wilt 
programs in place with municipal 
foresters dedicated to managing 
the disease. Texans can also
