Pipeline Update

WE ARE CLOSE!! Within
the next few days, Robert Lee
citizens should start to notice a
change for the better in their
water. Crews are working on
the last two sections of the
water line doing pressure testing
and sampling. When this is
completed, the City will start
discharging water from the pipe-
line. Initially, the water from
the pipeline will be blended
with what water is in the storage
system and it will take a few
days to notice the difference,.

Please be patient,
better.

Also, please remember that we
will remain under water restric-
tions as the City monitors water
usage and studies daily consump-
tion. At the next city council
meeting on Monday, June 11, a
water rate increase will be dis-
cussed. Citizens will be provided
an opportunity to comment regard-
ing the proposed increase. At this
time, the minimum increase being
considered, is $27.00 per month.
This is based on the price of
treated water from the City of
Bronte, and the loan portion of
funding received from the
Texas Water Development
Board.
