percent of Texans used seat 
belts. Today, over 90 percent of 
Texans buckle up. Also, since 
the campaign began over a 
decade ago, NHTSA estimated 
in 2012 (the most recent data 
available) that the Click It or 
Ticket campaign in Texas has 
resulted in almost 3,700 fewer 
traffic deaths and prevented 
more than 50,000 serious 
injuries.

Here’s another good reason to 
buckle up – it’s the law! 
Unbelted drivers and adult 
passengers can face fines and 
court costs of up to $200. 
Children younger than 8 years 
old must be in a child safety seat 
or booster seat unless they are 
taller than 4 feet 9 inches. Fines 
issued to drivers for unrestrained 
children in their vehicle can be 
as high as $250 plus court costs.
