erosion and degradation of
the  land by invas ive  spe-
cies  such as  KR bluestem.
Where  na t ive  p l an t s  and
grasses are el iminated,  the
qua l i ty  o f  the  hab i t a t  i s
reduced.   And many of the
exot ic  grasses  and  p lan ts
wi l l  spread  a t  a  ra te  tha t
out competes our natives.
